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LEVI CEMETERY and the burial of ISAAC LEVI

The Levi Cemetery is located NW Qtr. of Section 22 Twp 8N Range 11E. Martin and Sarah
Levi sold their property to Henry Papet 2 Sept 1847 with the exception of ONE SQUARE
ROD which was occupled by a burial place of the deceased famlly LeVIs Deed Record

Page 103.

Isaac Levi was buried here in 1850 -
Through the years the stones were
destroyed. Our plans were to put up a

stone for lIsaac and also a stone

designating the Levi Cemetery. A
government stone was ordered for Isaac
from the Veterans Administration -and

was delivered March 5, 2001.: An

“estimate was received to do the work.
Descendants of the Levi family started a
fund (we also applied unsuccessfully for
grants). Since we were prevented from
placing the stone on the above
cemetery, this project has been in limbo.
Something needed to be done.

Contact was made with Bill Warren
Trustee of Center Township to see if the
-stone could be set in the Perservance
Cemetery where many of the Levis have
been buried. In 2000 this Cemetery had
been renovated and recently was
enclosed with a white plastic fence. Bill
“takes very good care of the cemeteries
in Center.

The stone was set during the Iast of
October 2005, by Nealis Monument

Company. The day | went to see the -

stone, they were waiting for a burial of a
Korean Soldier, a young man was
warming up his bugle for the services.
The cemetery is located atop a hill, the
surrounding view is splendid.

Lettering was done on the stone (see photo) showing where Isaac Levi was buried
according to the Recorders office at the Versailles Court House.
